AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MESQUITE, TEXAS,
AMENDING CHAPTER 5 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF
MESQUITE, TEXAS, AS AMENDED, BY DELETING

SECTIONS 5-469 AND 5-470 OF ARTICLE XIV IN THEIR
ENTIRETY AND ADDING NEW SECTIONS 5-469 AND 5-
470 OF ARTICLE XIV THEREBY ADOPTING THE

INTERNATIONAL ENERGY CONSERVATION CODE,

2015 EDITION, AND PROVIDING CERTAIN ADDITIONS

AND DELETIONS THERETO; PROVIDING FOR A
REPEALER CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR A
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY

NOT TO EXCEED TWO THOUSAND ($2,000.00)
DOLLARS FOR EACH OFFENSE; AND DECLARING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIDF THE CITY OF
MESQUITE, TEXAS:

DIVISION 1. GENERAL
Sec. 5-469. Adopted.

Thelnternational Energy Conservation Cqd915 Edition, a publication of the International
Code Council (I.C.C.), is hereby adopted and dedagphas the official energy code of the City of
Mesquite to the same extent as if such were cope&tatim in this Article subject to the
amendments prescribed in this Article. The Coddl §le applicable and shall regulate the design
of building envelopes for adequate thermal resc#aand low air leakage and the design and
selection of mechanical, electrical, service whgsating and illumination systems and equipment
which will enable effective use of energy in nevilding construction. A copy of thieternational
Energy Conservation Cod@015 Edition, and amendments thereto shall be tanagd in the
office of the City Secretary as an original docuireamd ordinance of the City.

SECTION 2. That all ordinances or portions thereabnflict with the provisions
of this ordinance, to the extent of such conflate hereby repealed. To the extent that such
ordinances or portions thereof are not in confietewith, the same shall remain in full force and
effect.

SECTION 3. That should any word, sentence, clapaegraph or provision of
this ordinance be held to be invalid or unconsonal, the validity of the remaining provisions of
this ordinance shall not be affected and shall renmafull force and effect.

SECTION 4. That all chapters, sections and sulmsectamended by this
ordinance are intended to amend the specified gporeding chapters, sections and subsections of
the International Energy Conservation Cod#)15 Edition, even though applicable intervening
articles and divisions or similar subparts maybset out in this ordinance.

SECTION 5. That any person (as defined in Chapt&ection 1-2 of the Code
of the City of Mesquite, Texas, as amended) viotatany of the provisions or terms of this
ordinance shall be deemed to be guilty of a CladdisCiemeanor and upon conviction thereof,
shall be subject to a fine not to exceed Two Thodsg2,000.00) Dollars for each offense,
provided, however, if the maximum penalty provid@dby this ordinance for an offense is greater
than the maximum penalty provided for the samensteunder the laws of the State of Texas, the
maximum penalty for violation of this ordinance frch offense shall be the maximum penalty
provided by the laws of the State of Texas. Eamhar portion of a day any violation of this
ordinance continues shall constitute a separaensé.

SECTION 6. That this ordinance shall take effecbad after May 15, 2017.
